The top part of the table on the right shows
the total energy production from all
available energy sources and the total
quantity of diesel used to generate
electricity in each concession areas in
January 2019. The bottom part of the table
reveals the respective contribution in % of
the available energy generation sources in
each concession area.

Electricity source

The graph on the left shows the different types of
energy sources used to produce electricity in Vanuatu
during the month of January 2019. The main energy
source was diesel combustion that contributed 75.3%
of the total electricity produced. The hydro in Santo
generated 10.0% of electricity whilst the Windmills at
Devils point, solar and Copra oil contributed 9.3%,
4.7% and 0.7% respectively.
