The graph on the left shows the different types of
energy sources used to produce electricity in Vanuatu
during the month of November 2019. The main
energy source was diesel combustion that contributed
72.9 % of total electricity produced. The windmills
generated 13% of electricity, while the hydro (in
Santo) and Solar panels contributed 9.5% and 4.6%
respectively.
